One of the 
main programs at the school is the 
nutrition program which provides 
porridge at 10am and a full lunch 
at noon. For some, this is the only 
food they will eat all day. We also 
provide school materials and re-
sources, benches and desks, school 
uniforms and shoes for the children.’ 
 
Could you please have your child 
bring in their $2 for their first dona-
tion tomorrow or sometime next 
week. Thank you for the positive re-
sponse I have received. 
 
In maths this week we have been 
learning about graphs. We took a 
survey of our favourite shelters and 
tallied and graphed the results.
